Member represents that he or she is in good physical condition and able to use the equipment provided and is able to participate in exercises and martial arts programs made available by The I.H.M.U.  The I.H.M.U. represents that its personnel are trained in providing exercise programs and instruction in the proper use of our equipment.

The I.H.M.U. further represents that its personnel have no expertise in diagnosing, examining or treating medical conditions or the effect of any specific exercise on said medical condition.  Member hereby agrees to abide by all policies, procedures, rules, regulations, ethics and standards that have been established for the purpose of keeping order and for protection of the Member from injury.  Member fully understands and agrees that in participating in one or more of the martial arts programs or using the facilities maintained by The I.H.M.U., there is the possibility of accident or other injury.  Member agrees to assume the risk of such injury and further agrees to indemnify the International Hap Ki Do Martial Arts University, its instructors, staff, agents and owners from all liability with regards to claims, judgments, or demands from damages arising from accidents directly or indirectly resulting from Member’s participation in the practice of the martial arts pursuant to this contract.

In the event that The I.H.M.U. shall discontinue operation, then this agreement shall terminate as of the last day of the month in which The I.H.M.U. ceases operation.

THE STUDENT IS ENTITLED TO A COPY OF THIS DISCLOSURE FORM AND AGREEMENT, AND THE STUDENT HEREBY ACKNOWLEDGES RECEIPT OF A COPY THEREOF.

This Institute will use its best efforts to assist the Student in obtaining his or her maximum potential in the Korean art of Jung Bai Hap Ki Do.  The Institute is committed to providing and maintaining professional facilities, staff, and a varied and regular class schedule.  The student, understanding that we (the Institute), are providing a service where two-way communication is essential to the effective servicing of the student, agrees to communicate his/her wants, need, and/or problems.

AGREEMENT

Lessons scheduled may be modified at the discretion of I.H.M.U. from time to time for holidays, karate tournaments and other institute activities.  The Institute shall give prior notice of such modifications by general announcement.

Without prior written request of the student, and without prior written approval of the Institute, no deviation of the established class schedule may be made by the student, and the failure of the student to attend any scheduled lesson shall terminate his or her rights to that lesson only.

The student recognized that regular class attendance is important for student progress and understands that it is the student’s responsibility to attend the classes.  It is further understood that the student is obligated to make payments whether or not the student attends classes.  The student further understands that failure to complete the lessons does not relieve him/her of the obligation to pay the tuition in full.

The student understands further that strict observation of the rules and regulations relative to training include the use of protective equipment, which must be purchased by the student and is required by the Institute.  However, the Institute does not warranty the protective equipment.  Students and their guests in using the facilities and equipment of the Institute, do so at their own risk.  The student agrees that the International Hap Ki Do Martial Arts University shall not be liable for any damages arising from personal injuries sustained by members and guests, in, on or about the premises of the Institute.  The I.H.M.U. assumes no responsibility for the loss of, or damage to, any personal property belonging to a member or guest while on the Institute premises.

The Institute upon successful completion of any examination and the requirements thereof will issue official belt recognition to the student.  The student will be required to pay an exam fee per belt (each color) in order to cover the cost of registration, promotion, certificates and a new belt.  Any photographs or motion pictures taken during the Institute’s activities may be used for promotional purposes.

In the event the studio is relocated further than 30 miles from its present location before the termination of this contract, and there is no other branch of the Institute available, the student may terminate this agreement upon written notice to the Institute within ten (10) days of such relocation.  If the student moves further than 30 miles from their present location before completion of this contract, the student may terminate this agreement upon written notice to the Institute within ten (10) days of such relocation.

The student’s tuition pays for the initiation fee, membership, research and development, member education, acquisition costs, capital investments, programs and facilities for our members, employee salaries, administration and advertising expenses, and our profit.

The student understands and agrees that they are prohibited from teaching any techniques taught to them by the International Hap Ki Do Martial Arts University, in any form, for compensation or otherwise without prior written consent from Grandmaster Lee, Jung Bai, also known as James Bond Lee or Subum Daniel W. McCullar.

The Student understands that this contract has been accepted upon an Enrollment Card, Release and Indemnity Agreement attached hereto and that all information stated therein is true and the student has omitted no information and the International Hap Ki Do Martial Arts University has relied materially upon the information supplied on the said application form.

Each applicant who signs his or her application jointly and severally agrees:

If collection efforts or legal actions are taken to collect tuition fees or to enforce any provision of this agreement, the International Hap Ki Do Martial Arts University shall be entitled to and shall recover its collection expenses, legal costs and all attorney fees incurred.
